Following initiatives are undertaken by the State Govt. in this direction in the recent past
which involve requirement of credit from the Banks/Financial Institutions in State:

e The Government of Uttar Pradesh has also come out with a scheme — ODOP Margin
Money Scheme which is aimed at covering the eligible target group engaged in the
product specific activities. It is hoped that the changing environment in the State would
make it a ftrillion-dollar economy. During Financial Year 2025-26, -2,084- applications
sanctioned involving Margin Money Component of Rs. 13111.16 Lakh.

« To increase the credit absorption capacity of the State, GoUP is developing a Defence
Corridor spread in different districts of the State. GoUP has also organized the Denfece
Expo 2020 at Lucknow from 05t to 08" Februrary 2020 in which various companies across
the globe, engaged in the manufacturing of Defence equipments have participated
and shown their interest in establishing the units in the State. The event was well
organized and managed by the Govt. and same has been appreciated at various level.
During this event, -23- MoUs have been inked with the state government and received
proposals for investment worth 50,000 crore which would generate employment
opportunities for over three lakh youths in the State.

« The State is all set for construction of International Airports at various locations including
Varanasi and Kushinagar etc.

e The State with the maximum number of National Highways has recently constructed the
Expressway Project between New Delhi & Meerut at a cost of Rs. 7,500.00 Crores. The
Purvanchal Express Way is being developed from Lucknow to the Eastern Region via
Azamgarh at a cost of approx. Rs. 11,200.00 Crores.

e The Govt. has announced setting up of a Defence Industrial Corridor in Aligarh with @
view to develop specialized zones dedicated to defence production in the State. For this
corridor -é- points have been identified in the State i.e. Agra, Aligarh, Lucknow, Kanpur,
Chitrakoot and Jhansi.

¢ The State Govt. has selected -5- cities for Metro Train projects viz. Meerut, Agra, Kanpur,
Lucknow and Varanasi out of which Metro Rail Project of Kanpur & Agra has started &
the same is completed in Lucknow.

Some of the aforementioned initiatives undertaken by the State Govt. are bound to

create a good scope for assessment of credit requirement and its offtake, thereby
improving the CD Ratio of the State.
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« It is pertinent to mention that under the ODOP initiatives, about -62- Products which are
specific to various District have been identified later on more products have been
added in the kitty of ODOP after getting the approval from Govt. of UP for inclusion of
more than one product per district. The Govt. proposes to provide basic infrastructure
facilities and forward & backward linkages to promote these products in the district.
These initiatives would go a long way in developing the potential growth area in the
State. It is worth mentioning that GoUP has made MoU with various agencies viz. Amazon
etfc. so as to provide a strong marketing network to entreprenours.

« Apart from the above recent initiatives Agricultural & allied activities continues to be a
major component in the State development.

« Off late the Housing finance and service sector have emerged as a major area of
development with requirement of huge investments.

The
AMI sub scheme of ISAM is applicable for new credit linked projects, where term loans
have been sanctioned by eligible financial institutions from 22.10.2018 to 31.03.2020.
NABARD is the channelizing agency for release of subsidy @ 25% to 33.33% of the
capital cost for institutions eligible for refinance by NABARD or any other Fl such as
State Financial Corporations.

» Capital Investment subsidy scheme for construction/expansion/ modernization of cold
storage and storage for Horticulture Produce.

a) Components Credit linked projects relating to Cold Storages including Controlled
Atmosphere (CA) and their modernization are eligible for assistance under this
component.

b) Infrastructure/Activity and Crops eligible: a. Assistance for setting up new Cold
Storage infrastructure will be available only to multi-chamber cold Storage units with
technologies which are energy efficient with provision of thermal insulation,
humidity controlled, advance cooling systems, automation, etc, having
specifications and standards approved by the Ministry. To ensure compliance of
nofified standards, all projects will be subjected to technical scrutiny by the NHB
empaneled Technical appraisal agency. b. In the case of CA Stores, projects of
temperate fruit crops located in production areas for which NHB protocols are
available, are only are allowed.
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c) Capacity and Pattern of Assistance: - The assistance will be given as subsidy @ 35%
of the capital cost of project in general areas and 50% in case of NE, Hilly States &
Scheduled Areas for a storage capacity above 5000 MT up to 10000 MT. In case of
North East states, projects with a capacity of 1000 MT or above are also eligible for
application and consideration.

d) Calculation of Capacity for subsidy: - For calculation of capacity, 3.4 cubic meters
(cum.) (120 cubic feet (cft.) of chamber volume shall be considered equivalent to 1
MT storage capacity.

> Mission for Integrated Development of Horticulture (MIDH) is a Centrally Sponsored
Scheme for the holistic growth of the horticulture sector covering fruits, vegetables, root

and bamboo. While Government of India (GOI) contributes 85% of total outlay for
developmental programmes in all the states except the states in North East and
Himalayas, 15% share is contributed by State Governments.

» The status in this regard in our State is as under: -

> Niti Ayog's Model Agricultural Land Leasing Act 2016 seeks to permit and facilitate
leasing of agricultural land to landless and marginal farmers and enables them tfo
access credit through institutional channels. As per the Model Act, cultivators to whom
the land has been leased out, is entitled to an undisturbed possession and use of this
land. He can use the land only for agriculture and allied activities. He cannot sub lease
or mortgage the land. However, he is eligible to raise loans from the Banks and other
Financial Institutions without mortgaging the leased in land. Further, he is also entitled
for compensation from the landowner for any improvements or fixtures that he makes
on this land.

» GoUP also amended Revenue Board Code, 2006 in February 2016 which governs the
land leasing laws in the State according fo which besides any disabled person, as
defined under Section 95 of Revenue Board Code, any other person who is unable to
cultivate his holding for the reasons prescribed may also lease whole or part of their
land for a period not exceeding 3 years.

> However, the State Govt. may consider amending the land leasing law along the lines

of Model Agricultural Land Leasing Act 2016 so as to cover a larger number of landless
farmers in the State, thus enabling them to obtain institutional credit.
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It is therefore proposed to:

Dispense with restrictive clauses and allow oral lessees, sharecroppers, tenant farmers
or agricultural labours to be included under the law,

Aadhaar linking of land records and access to Banks to create charge online that will
help curtailing multiple lending and will enable easy identification of beneficiaries.

lssue of Loan eligibility cards with 3 years validity by the revenue authorities to the
landless and tenant farmers to enable them to source bank credit.

Khatauni
of all revenue villages have been digitalized in the State and details are available
on Bhulekh Portal “bhulekh.up.nic.in”.

MINUTES OF THE SLBC SUB-COMMITTEE MEETING ON FINANCIAL INCLUSION, DIGITIZATION &
EXPANDING AND DEEPENING OF DIGITAL PAYMENT ECOSYSTEM FOR THE QTR ENDED DEC-25
HELD ON 03.02.2026

The SLBC Sub-Committee on “Financial Inclusion, Digitization & Expanding and Deepening of Digital
Payment Ecosystem” for the quarter ended DEC’25 was held on 03.02.2026 at State Bank of India, Local
Head Office, Lucknow. The meeting was chaired by Shri Kaushalendra Kumar, GM, SBI and attended by
Ms. Nidhi Kumar, DGM, SLBC, Shri Sandeep Mishra, Manager, RBI, Shri Alok Maurya, Assistant Director,
DIF, Shri Shailendra Singh Chauhan, AGM NABARD, Shri Ajay Kumar, AGM, SBI, Shri Shashi Kumar,
AGM, 8B, and officials of member banks. List of participants is placed as Annexure “A”.

Shri Ajay Kumar, AGM, SBI extended warm welcome to all the participants in the meeting. Shri
Kaushalendra Kumar, GM, SBI gave opening remarks. He congratulated member banks that State has
achieved first position in PMJDY, PMJJBY and PMSBY enrolments due to their collective efforts and
appealed them to work in a consistent and relentless manner to maintain this top position and strive for
achieving the same in those areas where state is lagging.

He expressed concern that targets of December quarter have been missed and stressed upon achieving
targets allotted by the sub-committee so that goals of financial inclusion could be achieved.

Deliberation on the Agenda of the Meeting

Initiating the discussion, Shri Ajay Kumar, AGM (Lead Bank), SBI made a Power Point presentation which
was followed by the deliberations on the agenda items one by one. During the discussion, following points
emerged requiring action by the concerned members: -

AGENDA NO 1:
PROCEEDINGS (MINUTES) OF PREVIOUS MEETING

Proceedings of previous meeting was circulated to all members vide email dated 26.11.2025. As no
suggestions were received from any Bank, house was requested to confirm the same and the proceedings

were confirmed unanimously.
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AGENDA NO 2:
REVIEW OF PROGRESS UNDER PMJDY (RUPAY CARDS, ADHAR SEEDING, INOPERATIVE AND
ZERO BALANCE ACOUNTS)

(i) PMJDY ACCOUNTS:

The total number of PMJDY accounts in Uttar Pradesh as on 31.12.2025 is 10.21 crore out of which 5.42
crore are female accounts (53.14% as on 31.12.2025). During the review period 9.25 lacs PMJDY account
were opened out of which 4.67 lacs (51%) were women a/cs. PNB, UBI and SBI among the PSBs and
HDFC and Indusind Bank among the Pvt Sector Banks have performed well in PMJDY account opening.
Axis Bank and IDBI Bank have reduced their numbers which is a cause of concern. Deposits in PMJDY
accounts stood at Rs.58,383 Cr as on 31.12.2025 witnessing a growth of Rs. 2,212 Cr during the review
period. House expressed concern over closure of PMJDY accounts by some banks and advised member
banks to complete all formalities before closure. Shri Kaushalendra Kumar, GM, SBI highlighted the im-

portance of opening PMJDY accounts as it is a source of CASA deposit and provides a pool of future
Middle-Income Customers. An overall target of opening 10 Lacs PMJDY accounts was agreed upon in
the meeting for the last quarter of FY 2025-26. All member Banks should contribute propor-
tionately based on the number of RuSu (Rural and Semi Urban) branches during the incoming quarter.
(Action: All Banks)

(ii) ACTIVE ACCOUNTS:

Percentage of active PMJDY alcs has slightly fallen to 78.16% this quarter against 78.30% on 30.09.2025
which is cause of concern. Yes Bank Indian Bank, PNB, UBI, Bank of India and HDFC Bank have achieved
good activation percentage while ICICI and IDBI Bank have witnessed a fall in their numbers. Shri Ajay
Kumar, AGM, SBI asked all banks to workout ways to activate huge number of inactive PMJDY accounts.
Ms Nidhi Kumar, DGM, SLBC highlighted the need of increasing activation of PMJDY accounts through re-
KYC as State is at 9'" Place on this count. Shri Sandeep Mishra, Manager, RBI advised all the Banks to
use the Financial Literacy camps scheduled to be held between 9th-13th February 2026 for increasing
awareness of re -KYC and activation of accounts. Participating Banks were given target of increasing the
active account by 5% from their current level by the end of March'26.

(Action: All Banks)
(iii) ZERO BALANCE ACCOUNTS:

The percentage of Zero balance accounts in PMJDY as on 31.12.2025 is 8.55% which has increased by
3,23,635 in number as against September '2025 (8.31%). PNB, Canara, UBI, HDFC, ICICI and Yes bank
have highest proportion of Zero Balance Accounts. Shri Ajay Kumar, AGM, SBI expressed concern over
increase in zero balance accounts of these Banks and requested that all Banks should work for their
reduction as these accounts are risky and often utilized as mule accounts. These accounts increase
operational cost of the Banks and therefore their number should be limited, It was decided in the meeting
to keep the zero-balance account below 7% by March'26.
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(Action: All Banks)
(iv) RUPAY CARD ISSUED:

Total number of Rupay cards issued in PMJDY Accounts is 6.98 Cr as on 31.12.2025. A total of 9.50 lakh
Rupay Cards were issued during Dec 25 Qtr. The participating Banks were requested to issue Rupay Cards
in all eligible old and new PMJDY Accounts as it achieves Digitization of Banking Services. Bank of Baroda,
Indian Overseas Bank, HDFC Bank, ICIC| and Yes Bank have issued Rupay card to almost all of their
PMJDY account holders. However, their activation percentage is very low. Union Bank of India, UP Gramin
Bank, IDBI Bank and Indusind Bank have performed poorly in Rupay Card issuance. Ms Nidhi Kumar,
DGM, SLBC expressed concern over very low Rupay Card issuance (68.5%) in the state and requested
member banks to increase issuance and popularize its usage among the customers of its insurance benefit
along with UPI features of Rupay card. Target of 30 lacs Rupay Card issuance and activating 75% Rupay
Cards by March'26 has been agreed upon.

(vi) AADHAR SEEDING IN PMJDY ACCOUNTS:

State level Aadhar Seeding percentage is 86.84% which has very slightly increased (0.30%) from
Dec’25. The number of PMJDY accounts seeded with Aadhar is 8.86 crote as on 31.12.2025.
There is an addition of 11.04 lacs Aadhar seeding in accounts during the Dec'25 Qtr. It was
decided that all banks will increase Aadhaar seeding to 90 %.

AGENDA NO 3:

REVIEW OF PROGRESS UNDER PM JAN SURAKSHA SCHEME

(i) PMJJBY PERFORMANCE:

Actotal of 1.18 Cr Beneficiaries were covered under the scheme as on 31 .12.2025 out of which 12.85 lacs
fresh enrolments were done during Dec'26 qtr against a target of 20 lacs. SBI, UPGB, BoB, Indian Bank,
Axis Bank and HDFC Bank have been top performers among PSBs and Pvt Sector Banks respectively.
ICICI Bank was enquired for zero enrolment during the quarter, to which Bank representative replied that
data of enrolments was not captured by their head office and, therefore, could not be updated over the
portal. Active participation of all Banks was requested to improve the state level performance. A target of
20 lacs fresh enrolments has been fixed for the March quarter.

(Action: All Banks)
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(i) PMSBY PERFORMANCE:

Atotal of 3.31 Cr beneficiaries were covered under the scheme, out of which 24.94 lacs fresh enrolments
were done during Dec’26 quarter against a target of 30 lacs. SBI, UPGB, BoB, Union Bank, PNB, Axis
Bank and HDFC Bank have presented good enrolment numbers among PSBs and Pvt Sector Banks,
respectively. ICICI Bank has shown zero enrolment during the quarter. ICIC| bank representative was asked
to advise her senior official from the bank to be present in next quarter meeting, as the data not being
provided from the bank since last few quarters.

Atarget of 30 lac fresh enrolment has been fixed for the incoming March quarter.
(Action: All Banks )

(iii) ATAL PENSION YOJNA:

In Uttar Pradesh, a total of 1.37 Cr customers are registered under APY as on 31.12.2025. During Dec'25
quarter 4,60,971 new registrations have been done which has resulted in 14.77 Lacs fresh enrolments this
FY 2025-26 against the annual target of 16.41 Lacs (thus 90% of target has been achieved). Union Bank,
Indian Bank, IDBI Bank, Bank of India and Kotak Mahindra Bank have already surpassed their annual
target. These Banks to continue the good work and other banks are requested to make extra efforts to
surpass annual targets by big margin.

AGENDA NO 4:
REVIEW OF DIGITAL BANKING TRANSACTIONS

SLBC had sent a formal request to NPCI for sharing of detailed data of digital transaction for state.
However, only UPI transaction data was shared by NPCI according to which more than 340 crore UPI
transactions amounting to Rs 4,61,146 Crore have been made during Sep-Dec quarter. NPCI should be
requested by SLBC again to provide complete digital transaction data for meaningful discussion in the
meeting. NPCI representative was not present in the meeting.

REVIEW OF OPERATION OF BUSINESS CORRESPONDENTS
As on 31% December 2025 , 94,982 BC/CSPs are working in and inactive BCs are 14,017 (14,76%). It was
decided to keep inactive BC percentage below 5 % at the end of March 2026. Shri Sandeep Mishra,
Manager, RBI shared concern over non/delayed attending of complaints by Banks for technical issues

raised by BCs/CSPs and requested banks to provide technical support to CSPs so that their day-to-day
operations are not hampered.
(Action: All Banks)
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AGENDA NO 6:
REVIEW OF AADHAR ENROLMENT CENTRES

Total 1,743 Aadhar enrolment centers have been established in the state out of which 1,433 are active and
310 AECs are yet to be activated. UP Gramin Bank has maximum 223 inactive AECs. All the Banks were
advised to activate inoperative centres as early as possible.

AGENDA NO 7:

REVIEW OF FINANCIAL LITERACY THROUGH FLCs

120 FLCs are engaged in all 75 lead districts. UP Gramin Bank conducted most camps (1924) followed by
Indian Bank (615). A total of 1,21,051 persons were counselled in these camps. Shri Ajay Kumar, AGM,
SBI said that FLC Camps should educate customers about modus operandi of new type of digital frauds
(like Digital Arrest, Deep Fake etc.) and the FLCs should have updated training materials. Shri Ajay Kumar
requested banks to fill vacant positions at the earliest. Shri Sandeep Mishra from RBI advised banks that
FLCs should participate in the incoming FLW 2026 which is focused on Re-KYC . Shri Shailendra Singh
Chauhan, AGM, NABARD asked banks to improve number of participants in the camps for more
meaningful exercise.

Ineligible accounts, if any, should be identified and declaration to be obtained from account holders that
they are not willing to take any Digital Product being offered. CFLs, FLCs to accord special focus on digit-
ization in Financial Literacy Camps.

In the Key Welcome address, Shri Rajesh Kumar, GM-Zonal Head explained the importance of enhancing
the CD ratio and emphasized about its role in promoting economic activity, supporting priority sectors,
and accelerating overall state growth. Further all the government initiatives were also highlighted that
may be undertaken by all the Banks for growing the credit portfolio of the state. A special emphasis was
laid on the CM Yuva scheme of Uttar Pradesh, which is expected to play a significant role in enhancing
the CD ratio by promoting credit flow to the young entrepreneurs and job creators. Shri Rajesh also
highlighted the growth rate of UP state and importance of loans to individuals in improving the livelihood
of the people of state. Further the forum was opened for discussion on CD ratio.

Reserve Bank of India representative requested Banks to explore a possibilities for accounting the Big
ticket size advances sanctioned in big districts however the funds are used in other smaller districts. It
was suggested get revised MAP from districts which are not achieving their ACP targets.

The representative from NABARD has emphasized member banks to work upon KCC saturation,
District/Village wise gap of KCC saturation has to be extracted and to be worked upon.

SLBC representative highlighted to focus on Bank wise CD ratio in the districts having low CD ratio and
to focus accordingly. All Banks are advised to work in line for achieving aspirational 62% CD ratio in
Mar-26 and 65% for FY 26-27.

In Dec-25 Mau
districts has exited the list and as of now only 5 districts remains below 40% mark.

Out of 27 Districts of Purvanchal Area 2 Districts (Bahraich, & Mahrajganj) are above 60% CD ratio,
12 Districts are having CD Ratio 45-60% & remaining 13 Districts are having CD ratio below 45%.

We are already reviewing 05 Districts having CD Ratio below 40% out of 13 districts shown above.

The 47t meeting of Recovery Sub Committee of SLBC, UP held on 10.02.2026, under the
chairmanship of Mr. Sanjay Sarin, AGM, Indian Bank. The representatives included Mr. Sanjay
Singh, Assistant Director from DIF, Mr. Sumil Patni, CM (SLBC), Mr. Jitendra More, AGM from
RBI, Ms. Anita Mayekar, AGM from NABARD, representatives from Scheduled Commercial
Banks and UP Gramin Bank were also present in the meeting. The meeting was not attended
by officials from Board of Revenue, Bank of India, State Bank of India and Axis Bank.

At the outset, on behalf of Indian Bank, Mr. Sanjay Sarin, extended warm welcome to all the
participants in the meeting. In his opening remarks, he briefed about the importance of
recovery in NPA accounts in current scenario and stress of NPA being faced in the banking
sector. He urged to ensure participation in the meeting from all the Banks especially Small
Finance Banks whose representatives were not present in the meeting.

Thereafter agenda items were taken up by through presentation:

AGENDA NO. 1: The minutes of previous meeting was circulated through email to all member
banks. As no suggestions were received from any member banks, it was approved by all
member Banks. However, it was informed by Official from DIF that a letter having reference
no. 6938 dated 18.12.2025 was sent to Indian Bank with attachment containing Minutes of
meeting dated 18.09.2024, which says as per Hon’ble High Court, for end to end monitoring
of cases under Section-14 under SARFAESI Act 2002, the portal development has to be done
by Board of Revenue in co-ordination with Banks.

In view of the above, it is requested to Board of Revenue to kindly take up the matter on
urgent basis as Banks have already provided the finalised format of fields required on the
portal.

(Action — BoR, DIF)
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AGENDA NO. 2: NPA level of member Banks: NPA level of all banks in UP State increased
from 5.79 % as on September’2025 to 5.82% as on December’2025 in percentage terms,
however, it increased by 3083 Cr. from September’2025 in amount. It was highlighted that
overall increase in amount was due to increase in NPA level of UP Gramin Bank and Punjab
National Bank where NPA increased by 723 Cr. and 2944 Cr. respectively.

(Action - All Banks)

AGENDA NO. 3:

Position of NPA in Priority Sector Credit: NPA under Priority Sector decreased from 9.04% as
on September’2025 to 8.82% as on December’2025, however, it increased by 522 Cr. over
September’2025 level in terms of amount. The overall increase was due to major increase in
NPA level of UP Gramin Bank and Public Sector Banks where the NPA in Priority Sector
increased by 682 Cr. and 464 Cr. respectively.

Banks having high NPA percentage in Priority Sector were advised to take all recovery
measures in effective way in order to bring the NPA level down to State’s average.

(Action - All Banks)

Position of NPA in Agriculture: NPA percentage of all banks under Agriculture Sector
increased from 14.13% as on September’'2025 to 14.14% as on December’2025 in percentage
terms and it increased by 492 Cr. over September’2025 in terms of amount. Here also the
overall increase was due to major increase in NPA level of UP Gramin Bank and Public Sector
Banks where NPA in Agriculture increased by 619 Cr. and 327 Cr. respectively.

Banks having highest NPA percentage were advised to take all recovery measures in effective
way in order to bring the NPA level down to State’s average.

(Action - All Banks)

Recovery position in MSME: NPA under MSME sector decreased from 5.82% as on
September’2025 to 5.59% as on December’2025 in percentage terms and it increased by 240
Cr. from September’2025 in terms of amount. The increase was due to major increase in NPA
level of UP Gramin Bank and Public Sector Banks where it increased by 17 Cr. and 253 Cr.
respectively.

Banks having highest NPA% were advised to take all recovery measures in effective way in
order to bring the NPA level down to State’s average.

(Action - All Banks)

AGENDA NO. 4: Recovery position in RC issued accounts was also discussed elaborately with
the concern on poor recovery position in RC accounts. There was a increase of 5467 numbers
of pending RC cases as on December’2025. The number of pending RC cases as on
December’'2025 is 929879. High pending RC cases and poor recovery position in RC accounts
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remains a matter of concern. It has been come to notice again that mobile no. is being feeded
by some branches in few districts which has resulted in abnormal increase of amount in
pending RC cases. It is requested from all banks to instruct their field functionaries to perform
double check before submitting the data in RC portal.

AGENDA NO. 5: Progress in pending cases of physical possession with District Magistrates:
There was an increase of 877 cases was observed in pending cases of physical possession from
September’2025 with total of 3054 cases amounting 889 Cr. as on December’2025.

The house raised the issue of clear directives on charges of Police Department for using the
Police Force for helping in taking physical possession of properties. It was then requested to
representative from DIF to take up the issue with the concerned department and circularize
clear directions for the same with all linked departments and Ba nks.

The 29 meeting of SLBC Sub-committee on Agriculture, BGREI, PMFBY, ?(CC and FPOs for
the quarter ended Dec 2025 was held on 11.02.2026 _in presence of Shri Amrendra Kumar
(General Manager, Bank of India, FGMO Lucknow), Shri Chand (Dy. Genera] Manager, FGMO
Lucknow), Shri Sumil Patni (Chief Manager SLBC), Shri Kaushal Kum'ar Singh (Sr. Manager
SLBC), Shri Sumit (Asst. General Manager NABARD), Smt. Namrat_a Kzrqn (Mgnager Re_s_erve
Bank of India), Shri J.N Yadav (Deputy director Agriculture), Shri Sanjay Singh (Additional
Director DIF) and Shri Kailash Sagar (Dept. of Fisheries), Dr. Piyush Tripathi (Department of
Animal Husbandry) and Smt. Archana Roy(AlIF Incharge). Meeting was also attended by the
officials from various Commercial banks including Lead banks, RRBs and private sector banks.

The meeting started with a warm welcome of all the representatives/officials. In the opening
deliberations from Shri Amrendra Kumar, a special emphasis was laid down on importance of
Agriculture credit for all the stakeholders including Farmers and common public. He gave thrpst
on the scope of improving new sanctions under various Agriculture schemes lnclud!ng
Agriculture Infrastructure Fund (AIF), Pradhan Mantri formalisation of micro food processing
enterprises (PMFME), Agri. Clinics & Agri. Business centres (ACABC), Farmer Producer
Organizations (FPOs) for an overwhelming outstanding growth under Agriculture. In his key note

address, he also highlighted the scope and potential of Agriculture sector available in UP State
vis-a-vis our achievement at present. :

Thereafter, the minutes of last meeting was confirmed by the house and agenda items were
taken up for discussion.

Agenda item No. 1: Agriculture and other activities

A. Review of Agriculture Disbursement and achievement

Achievement under agriculture as per ACP 2025-26 was reviewed. Achievement for FY 2025-
26 for quarter-ended Dec-25 has been 62.75%, which is higher than the achievement of Dec-24
(61.78%), through a growth of Rs. 13307.09 Crore. Achievement of Pvt. Sector Banks was
(84.96%), Co-operative bank (66.48%), RRBs at (56.43%), followed by Public sector Banks at
(59.92%). Major portion of Agricultural lending constitutes of Farm Credit. The share in
achievement of farm credit has decreased from 58.65% in Dec 24 to 58.21 % in Dec 25. Even
though in percentage term there is decrease in achievement state has registered a growth of
3548.68 crores in absolute terms. The share in achievement of Agriculture Ancillary has
decreased from 153.51% in Dec-24 to 125.47% in Dec-25. The decrease in percentage
achievement is mainly due to high ACP target set for FY 25-26. Even though in percentage term
there is decrease in achievement state has registered a growth of 9235.57 crores in absolute
terms. There is increase in Agriculture Infrastructure from 18.98% in Dec-24 to 23.42% in Dec-
25. There is a increase in outstanding Agriculture by 2.48% for Dec-25 in comparison to Mar-25.
ACP achievement of few public sector banks namely Indian Bank (41.25%), Punjab National
Bank (59.16%), State Bank of India (52.46%), Bank of Maharashtra (36.56%), Punjab & Sind

bank (52.15%), and UCO bank (22.29%) stood below state average of 62.75% for quarter-ended
Bec-zs. ACP achievement of RRB Uttar Pradesh Gramin Bank (56.43%) was also below state

R
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average ACP achievement for Quarter ended Dec-25. Low ACP achievements of few public
sector banks and RRBs below state average is a cause of concern. Shri Sanjay Singh from DIF
suggested that though the credit in non-farm credit activities have grown bpt the proportion ig
very miniscule in terms of potential available. It was advised to focus on Financing under Agri
Infrastructure fund (AIF), Pradhan Mantri formalisation of micro food processing enterpriges
(PMFME), Farm Mechanization, Horticulture and Plantation, Dairy and Poultry sector, Finapcmg
to Agri. Clinics and Agri. Business Centres (ACABC). Shri Sanjay Singh also insisted fo_r timely
disposal of pending cases under various Govt. Sponsor schemes. All lead banks must instruct
LDMs to check ACP targets for FY 26-27 before it is finalized in DCC meetings of concern district.

ACP targets should match with presence of branches of each banks operational in district along
with sector wise outstanding position in advances.

Importance was laid for data correction and proper feeding of data in new SLBC India portal from
which new reports are generated. All banks should ensure to check data once and compare with
previous reports before uploading on SLBC India Portal.

Sponsored schemes like PMFME, PMEGP, MYSY,
ODOP etc can also be covered under AlF if the project is eligible under AIF scheme and minimum
margin of 10% is met. In addition to above CGTMSE fees are reimbursed for seven years for
account covered under AlF. AlF is bundled with all these benefits and the scheme has picked
up in the state but still there is ample potential untapped which need to be explored by member
banks. Targets by state Cooperative department has been allocated to districts and the progress
of each banks must be reviewed in DCC Meetings on monthly basis, Smt Archana Roy insisted
upon higher pendency with HDFC bank which has been persisting for more than 75 days. Credit
decision must be ensured in all these pending applications as earliest and if bank is not interested
in financing of these applications list of such beneficiary along with reason for no financing must
be submitted to Cooperative department. Smt. Archana Roy addressed the house about revised
guidelines under which primary processing along with secondary processing activities are
eligible under AIF. Few activities like Mushroom cultivation which was eligible under group
activities earlier are now eligible under individual category. All banks should promote AIF scheme
and ensure that the allocated target for FY 25-26 are achieved. Importance was also laid for
timely Geo-tagging of disbursed applications under Agriculture Infrastructure Scheme. One
major issue raised by banks was lack of quality application for financing under AIF.

(Action by All Banks, SLBC & State Cooperatives)

C. Agri Clinic & Agri Business

The scheme is very beneficial for providing self-employment to the young Agri Graduates and
make the sector self-sufficient. Shri Sumil Patni (Chief Manager SLBC) suggested that
performance of all banks must be shared by NABARD on monthly basis and portal access should
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be provided to nodal of each banks. He also stressed upon for mobilizing more applications
under ACABC Scheme. Subsidy of few applicants are pending for release at NABARD because
partial documents has been sent. All member banks are requested send requisite documents to
NABARD so that subsidy pertaining to pending cases can be released. There are issues
pertaining to long pendency of applications which are submitted to branches directly as there is
no centralized mechanism for follow up. The house agreed that NABARD should instructed all
MFls/ training institutions for routing of all applications under ACABC through Jan-Samarth portal
so that proper tracking of all applications is ensured.

(Action by all Banks)

Agenda item No. 2: KCC . )

Position of KCC was reviewed Bank wise. The major portion of Farm Credit is contributed by
KCC financing. Total Outstanding under KCC as on 31.12.2025 is Rs 155516.64 Crorgs which
is about 61.31% of the total outstanding under Priority sector agriculture. KCC outstanding as on
31.03.2025 was Rs 162767.16 Crores. There is decrease of (-4.45%) in KCC outstanding for
Dec-25 when compared to Dec-24. Banks should ensure regular follow up with farmers for
repayment after nine months of issues/Renewal and should not wait for twenty-four months.

Shri Piyush Tripathi advised that all the Banks need to focus on KCC financing to Animal
Husbandry & Fisheries and increase the no. of sanctions as the progress urjder these schemes
is very poor. Official from SLBC highlighted on the progress of KCC Saturation as under:

i. KCC Saturation: All applications under KCC Saturation should be disposed of and all
the farmers should be saturated. Shri Kailash Sagar (Dept. of Fisheries) emphasized that high
number of applications are pending which is reviewed seriously by District Magistrate of various
districts. All Banks are requested to develop strategy so that no applications are pending for
more than 15 days. They also made committee aware of the fact that differences are observed
between actual performance under KCC saturation and that reported on the portal. The house
agreed that one centralized portal must be developed by the department so that centralized
monitoring of all pending applications are ensured.

(Action by Dept. of Animal Husbandry, Fisheries & all Banks)

ii. IRAC Norms for KCC: As per RBI circular RBI 2012-13/64 dated 02.07.2012 KCC
loans granted for short duration crops are marked NPA if the instalment of principal or interest
thereon remain overdue for two crop season and KCC loans granted for long duration crops are
marked NPA if the instalment of principal or interest thereon remain overdue for one crop season.
Farmers are not in a positon to repay principal along with interest for a day and they have to
borrow money to repay principal amount. Since KCC is cash credit in nature so account should
not be marked NPA if farmers repays interest within a year and loan outstanding is reduced
below drawing limit. All member banks are requested to submit representation in line with above
so that the matter can be taken up with appropriate authority.

(Action by all Banks)
iii. Portal for onllpa noting of charge by Bank/branches: SLBC informed that about
42894 cases are still pending for charge noting. This leads to unnecessary delay in disbursement

of sanctiqneq applicat_ion;.. Another issue highlighted by member banks was that when farmer
had land in different districts or in adjoining state banks were not able to charge the entire land
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of farmer in different districts under 6(I) from the branch where loan was sanctioned. This
unnecessary causes delay in disbursement.

(Action by DIF)

. Iv. Issues of rollover in KCC: Renewal percentage of KCC is below fifty percent which
Is a cause of concern. Lower ACP achievements in Agriculture is mainly attributed due to lower
renewal percentage in KCC accounts. The house also agreed that some incentive scheme must
be developed for prompt paying customers, There is a common issue regarding hardships being
faced by branches in KCC rollover. It was deliberated by all that the benefits of Debt waiver/etc.
scheme should be provided uniformly to all in order to maintain credit discipline amongst farmers.
Otherwise, the farmers who have not received the benefits under the scheme, try to default in
anticipation of such benefits in future. Recovery in NPA KCC Accounts is mainly done through
RCs filled by member banks. Majority of farmers in state are Marginal (Land Holding less than
one Hectare) and Small (One to two Hectare). Number of RCs are increasing yearly. The matter

was discussed in the meeting and DIF was requested to take up the matter with the respective
department.

(Action by State & Agri. Dept.)

Agenda item No. 3: Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojna (PMFBY)

The crop insurance is compulsory for all the KCC borrowers, except those who have submitted
their ‘Opt out' consent and must be implemented in true spirit. Portal is open for rabi 2025
season till 31.12.2025. Last date for deducting premium from farmers account is 31.12.2025
Challan can be generated till 15.01.2026. All farmers are to be covered under PMFBY except
for those who provide OTP for non coverage. Shri J.N Yadav (Dept. of Agriculture) stressed on
the importance of coverage of all farmers under Fasal Bima without fail. If few farmers are not

eligible for coverage the same should be marked on portal so that coverage percentage
improves.

(Action by all Banks & IC)

Agenda item No. 4: Bringing Green Revolution to Eastern India (BGREI)

28 Districts in our State falls under BGREI out of which in 6 Districts Indian Bank is Lead Bank,
3 Districts Central Bank of India, 5 Districts State Bank of India, 7 Districts Bank of Baroda, and
7 Districts Union Bank of India as Lead bank respectively. The progress of these Districts was
reviewed. Fourteen districts have ACP achievement below state average of 65.82% as on Dec-
2025. Basti, Gorakhpur, Maharajganj, St. Kabir Nagar and Siddhartnagar (State Bank of India)
Ambedkarnagar, Ayodhya and Prayagraj (Bank of Baroda) Chandauli (Union Bank of India)
Kushinagar and Deoria (Central Bank of India), Balrampur, Gonda & Shravasti (Indian Bank).
Lead Banks were advised to review the position of their respective lead districts and map suitable
strategies/plan for converting these Districts from Negative growth to positive growth. Smt

Namrata Kiran (Manager RBI) suggested that above banks should develop a strategy plan to
meet allocated ACP targets without fail.

It was also decided that all the concerned LDMs and District coordinators should take up the
matter in respective District Level Committee as part of their regular agenda.

(Action by respective Lead Banks)
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Agenda item No. 5: Farmer Producer Organisation (FPOs)

Data shared by member banks are not updated which reflects under performance of FPOs
financing in state. Shri Sumit (Asst. General Manager NABARD) instructed that all banks should
share updated position for financed projects under FPOs before Agriculture Sub-Committee
meetings on quarterly basis. The house also agreed that list of all registered FPOs along with
ratings is to be shared by NABARD, and State Government to member banks so progress of
financing is monitored more precisely. Representatives from member banks insisted that access
to FPOs portal should be given to each member’s banks as there is no separate MIS in banks
for FPOs from where reports can be generated. Shri JN Yadav Deputy Director Agriculture
assured the house that matter will be taken up with concern nodal officer of the state. The house
also agreed that FPOs progress should be made compulsory for updating on SLBC India portal
where each member banks can update their quarterly position. Moreover, if portal access is
provided FPOs basic details like paid up capital and other details can be checked before
proceeding for financing. Shri Sumit acknowledged the concern of member banks and assured
to take up the above issue with concern department.
