However. in some of (he districts where
the land was identified/allotled earlier
have certain issues due to which the
physical possession to be followed by
execution of the MoU and lease deed
could not be finalized

The district wise position and the centre
wise related issues have been discussed
during the Sub- Committee Meeting held
on 04.06-2015 under the Convenorship of
Punjab Nalional Bank. The detailed
position stands communicated to the
Nodal Agency for their necessary action.

2.4 Under the scheme, funds will be provided for repayment of 100% of principal and 25%o of

interest as on the date of loan becoming NPA and which is overdue as on 31.03.2010 in respect of

viable and potentially viable PWC societies and apex societies as well as in respect of individual

handloom weavers, master weavers, Self Help Groups and Joint Liability Groups who have taken such

loans for handloom weaving purposes, provided the banks agree for sanctioning fresh loans There

would be an overall ceiling of Rs. 50,000 per individual beneficiary as far as funding under this

scheme is concemed in respect of waiver of overdues of individual handloom weavers.

5.3 Govemment of India will release financial assistance towards margin money and interest

subvention to the lmplementing Agency for onward release to the Bank/Financial Institutions for

extending benefits to the beneficiaries.
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5.3.tlncaseofNABARDbeingtheimplementingagency,theconcemedbankbranchwillsubmit
the claim of margin money and interest subsidy to their Regional office who, in tum, will submit the

claims to Regional office of NABARD which will transfer the claim amount to Regional office of the

bank. Banks may claim margin money and interest subvention in advance based on the number of

beneficiaries that bank intend to cover in a period of six months'

5.3.2 In case of Nationalized Bank (where it is lead bank) being implementing agency, the concemed

bank branch will submit the claim of margin money and interest subsidy to the lead bank which will

transfer the claim amount directly to them.

5.4 Interest subsidy as applicable will be provided for 3 years from the date of first disbursement'

To disincentivise the loans from becoming Non-Performing Assets (NPA), the borrower will not be

eligible for interest subvention for the period subsequent to the account becoming NPA and Banks will

be free to charge normal interest for subsequent period as per RBI guidelines'

5.5 once the loan application is found eligible for sanction of loan, the details will be sent online

by the banks to cGTMSE within the stipulated time period as specified by the GGTMSE for obtaining

the credit guarantee cover for such loan. Guarantee cover will be effective from the date ofdisbursal

of loan by the bank for 3 years. The financial assistance towards credit Guarantee Fee and annual fee

will be paid by the Government of lndia to the CGTMSE directly'

As you are aware that Micro Units and Development Agency Ltd
(MUDRA) was launched by the Hon'ble Prime Minister on April 8, 2015, as a
new financial entit_v, for developing and rehnancing last mile financial
inter'mediaries like Banks, NBFCs, MFls, etc. who are in the business of
lending to smaller of the micro enterprises in manufacturing, trading and
service sector. As per NSSO estimate, about 5.77 crore such units exists in
the country and a great majority of them are outside the formal banking fold
ald are unable to sustain or grow due to lack of finance or relying on
informal channels, which are very expensive or unreliable. On the same day
Pradhan Mantri MUDRA Yojana was launched to 'fund the unfundecl' by
bringing such enterprises to the formal financial system and extending
affordable credit to them.

2- The banking sector consisting of Commercial Banks, RRBs and
Cooperative Banks can play an important role in extending credit to this
sector. It is felt that there is a need to give a special boost to bank finance to
this segment on a mission mode, considering the enormolls task in reaching
to the large number of such units, currently excluded from the formal
banking system.

3. This segment mainly consists of non-farm enterprises in
manufacturing, trading and services whose credit needs are belorv Rs. 10.00
lakh. It has bcen nou' decided that the loans to be given to this segment for
income generation will be known as MUDRA loans undcr the Pradhan Mantri
MUDRA Yojana (PMMY) and branded accordingly. The overdraft amount of
Rs.5,000 sanctioned under PMJDY may also be classificd as MUDRA loans
under PMMY.

To
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4. It is, therefore, requested that all advanccs granted on or after 8th April,
2015 falling under this category be classilted as MUDRA loans under the
PMMY. All such loans can be covered under refinance and/or credit
enhancement products of MUDRA. The application forms for such loans shall
also carry the name'Pradhan Mantra MUDRA Yojana". Further, MUDRA will
work on creating a common charter applicable to PMMY loans which is to be
adopted by all the banks. The charter will apply to all eligibie loans,
irrespective of the fact whether or not the bank concerned obtain s/ receives
support from MUDRA for such loans.

5. You are also requested to send a report to this department bv 31"t May,
2015 on the number and amount of loans upto Rs.lO,O0 lakh provided bv
your bank, to non-farm sector for income generating activities, during last
three financial years (proforma enclosed) and the state-wise ta-rgets which
your bank proposes for the current frrnancial year under PMMY which will
then be monitored by SLBCs regularly. It is requested to report the monthly
progress of such advances to SLBC, MUDRA and this department on a
regular basis.

Lucknos vide communication no. NB.UPRO CPD-
Planning/682/SlBci20l 5- l6 dated 12.08.2015 have fbrwarded a proposal to tlre above elfect
on the pattem of Government of Andhra Pradesh.

It is informed that in our State large number of Small and Marginal Farmers and a good number
of landless farmers are engaged in Agricultural operations. Most of the landless farmers are
either tenant farmers or oral leases cultivating the Agricultr.rral land of land owners. In absence
of a legal frame work for these tenant farmers and oral leases in our State. thev are deprived of
institutional finance for agricultural operation and also the benefits ofcrop insurance in case of
damage due to natural calamities. Incidentally. the leasing of agricultural land is prohibited in
Uttar Pradesh with certain exceptions.

A need is felt to bring a legal frame work in this regard in our State on the pattern of the
Govemment of Andhra Pradesh so as to bring the tenant farmers under the institutional finance
lold alongwith other benefits.

It is requested by NABARD to place this issue as an Agenda Item of SLBC Meeting for
discussion and taking up the matter with the State Government for appropriate action in this
regard. A copy of the scheme titled as "Andhra Pradesh Land Licensed Cultivators Rules,
2011" as received from NABARD alongwith their communication under reference is placed for
perusal and discussion by this august House as an annexure.
